Understanding High Phosphorus and Your Treatment Options outlines how the kidneys work, how high phosphorus affects you, treatments for high phosphorus and healthy eating tips.

Kidney Beginnings: A Patient’s Guide to Living with Reduced Kidney Function – Designed for those with chronic kidney disease, this book features information on the kidneys and how they work, diabetes, hypertension, various medical tests, emotional issues, common medications and more. It provides patients and family members with answers about the health of their kidneys, diet and overall lifestyle.
